The evening involved cocktails
and a dinner and words from Shirley McDonald, on behalf of the planning committee; David Ryding, Chapter
President; Carol Whyman, the founding Chapter President, and the keynote presentation from Gerry
Hansen, Executive Director of IPAC Canada. One of the highlights of the evening was greetings from our
chapter member, Jacob Nkwan Gobte, broadcasting via Skype from Cameroon, West Africa.
